In August, Chairman Andrew J. Sordoni, III, will complete 40 years as an officer of the company, having 
served in various responsibilities since the reorganization meeting of August 1967 at which time he was ap-
pointed vice president by the board of directors.

To that end, I will fully support all the legacy initiatives which are being implemented and which 
will provide a smooth transition of management and long-term care and perpetuation of our culture and reputa-
tion.” 
 

“The company’s newest vice president, William E. Sordoni, a graduate of Susquehanna University with a 
bachelor’s degree in business administration and significant experience working for Accenture and Saucon 
Technologies, has been given the responsibility to maintain and enhance the SORDONI culture and operating 
philosophy.
